15 Basic Rules of the Game

1. The fun and well being of the kids/players comes first!

2. Keep everyone informed of practice and game times and dates; they will forget.

3. No arguing between coaches on the field ever! If there is an issue about a particular rule, pick one side, play it, & consult the Coaches Administrator or President at earliest possible time.

4. No arguing with parents at the field ever!  If a parent has a problem, have one coach lead them immediately away from the field and to the President or other Board Member for resolution.  Let the other coach carry on with the game.

5. No cursing allowed by anyone at or on the field.  If this is a problem, warn the person/player/coach once.  The second time you should contact the President or Board.  Third time will result in immediate expulsion from the facility.

6. No abusing, verbally or physically, of the players.  If you have a problem with a parent, at the first convenience, nicely ask them to refrain from the abuse. If it persists, contact the President or other Board Member to deal with the parent; your job is to coach.

7. Parents are to sit on the side of the field opposite the players during play; this is to help give the players independence and help the coaches keep the player’s attention.

8. NO food or drink on the field of play.  The players are there for soccer; water bottles and containers can be dangerous to other players.

9. No jewelry on the field.

10. Shin guards are required on the field at all times.

11. Shirt tales should be tucked into the shorts.

12. No parents on the field except at the lower age levels.

13. When a player is injured, all players should go down to at least one knee or sit.

14. Intentional aggressive behavior or fouling should be dealt with immediately.  If left unchecked, it can get out of hand. At all age groups, penalties are not called, so you should at the very least verbally warn the player.  If the problem persists, take them out of the game or call a penalty suitable to your age of play.

15. At all cost, keep the kids playing and having fun – this is a recreation league!
